
 

Canoe Slalom International Panel (IP) 
 

2021 Selection – COVID-19 Update #5, 13th May 2021 
 

This update follows confirmation on 28th April of the intention to proceed with the junior & 
U23 selection series on 22/23 May 2021. There are some important updates to ensure 
clarity going into the season as it restarts. 
 

With the recent government update confirming the next step of the ‘road map’ will proceed 
as planned from 17th May, everything is on track for the event to go ahead. A pre-event 
briefing will be issued within the next few days and we ask everyone to read and familiarise 
themselves and respect the requirements when on site in order to follow best practice. 
 

Important Notice for Jun/U23 GBR Teams: 
The IP and BC staff will continue to be guided by Government guidance and the health and 
wellbeing of athletes in all its decisions regarding attendance at International competitions. 
From 17th May whilst some International travel is now permitted, the Government guidance 
states that ‘people should not travel to amber of red list countries for leisure purposes’. The 
IP and BC staff have been working to understand the challenges of sending larger teams to 
the Junior & U23 races this summer within the strict processes, DCMS guidance and risk 
assessments and has determined the following important information: 
 

That for the 2021 Junior & U23 World Championships, British Canoeing will only send an 
U23 Team to the event in early July. This is subject to satisfactory assessment of the risks 4 
weeks prior to departure. 
 

The intention is to build on the small senior international teams with a full U23 team for the 
U23 Worlds and then focus on one major U18/U23 Championships with a full team for the 
Junior & U23 European Championships later in the season subject to satisfactory risk 
assessments.  
 

This is not an easy decision to take and the IP recognises the disappointment of junior 
athletes missing a Junior World Championship race. We all have the desire to return to full 
international competition at the earliest opportunity. All decisions on attendance will continue 
to be made primarily based on managing risk to ensure the safety and wellbeing of athletes 
and staff. We believe that focusing on attendance at the Europeans later in the season with 
a large team is the safer and more achievable option as we build on the size of the teams 
through the year. Extreme Slalom places will be filled from within the selected Jun or U23 
canoe slalom teams. 
 

This is consistent with the decision that for the first part of the senior international season 
attendance is determined on a race by race basis with a focus on race opportunities to the 
Olympic team, Olympic reserves and established senior team members only as permitted by 
the DCMS Exemption to travel. 
 

Costs of International Teams 
For those athletes selected to GBR International teams, the costs of attendance are difficult 
to define at present due to a lack of clarity on the additional costs of government testing and 
quarantine processes. For this reason it is intended that there will be an athlete contribution 
based on likely costs and in addition a deposit to cover unforeseen costs such as being 
required to self-isolate or other unforeseen circumstance. Both the athlete contribution and 
deposit are required prior to departure and the deposit will be returned if unused. 
 

Registration updates: 
Registration is now closed following an extension of the deadline to reflect the uncertain 
landscape caused by Covid-19. The final lists are in the appendix in this statement. 
 

2021 Senior Selection – 7th & 8th August 2021: 
The senior selection races will determine the selection for the second part of the senior 2021 
season as confirmed in the IP announcement of the 6th April. 



 
Confirmation of Olympic reserves selection to the second part of the season: 
In line with section 2.5 of the selection policy and the amendment announced on 6th April, 
the following have confirmed their place on the senior team for the rest of the 2021 season:

2021 Extreme Slalom Team for World Cups 3, 4 and the Senior World Championships: 
The IP has continued to look at how we best support extreme slalom attendance at the final 
World Cups and Senior World Championships.  
 

The rules permit up to 4 entries per event in Extreme Slalom for the 2021 season. 3 places 
will be reserved for the selected 3 athletes. The remaining place in each event will be 
selected through a specific extreme slalom process at the senior selection weekend on 7th & 
8th August 2021.  
 

Full details of the selection and entry process and policy will be published by the 1st July. 
 

Qualification for 2022 Senior & U23 Selection: 
As stated in the published policy, it is the intent to hold 2022 Junior, U23 and Senior 
selection at Lee Valley on 15-18 April 2022 together with 2022 Extreme Slalom selection 
alongside this event. 
 

U23 & Senior Selection 2022 
Athletes eligible to participate in the 2022 Great Britain Senior & U23 Team Selection Series 
can qualify to race at the 2022 Selection series by achieving the following: Note, the IP 
reserve the right to adjust this if events change or the covid situation changes.
